Seating is classified as Premium A and B (front A, 
rear B) and Unnumbered C. Premium seating 
is upholstered, numbered and in the main body 
of the church. Unnumbered seats are wooden 
and are placed down the side aisles and at the 
rear. Some of these seats have restricted views, 
so early arrival is recommended. Cushions are 
available to hire for £1.
